Thank you for your letter of August 23 telling me that the Appeals Management Center would be developing additional evidence concerning my appeal.
As far as I know, there have not been any additional treatments for my service connected and increased ratings for hearing loss, nor are there any records that have not already been submitted by the VA.

I have not been treated by any non-VA doctors for hearing loss. 
I am submitting letters from friends and associates testifying to evidence of the loss of my hearing ability.

My own statement again reiterates that I have increasingly been losing hearing ability in both my left and right ears.  My statements from my previous statements have not changed.

In regards to my military service, please see my previous statements and flight physical records, in regards to my annual aircrew hearing tests, wherein, among other things, my hearing baseline was adjusted because of my inability to pass the hearing portion of my flight physical. This was the first indication that my hearing was being degraded by my military service.
I would also like to point out that I have met the db threshold for hearing disability in my right ear on my last hearing test.
